What else do | need to know ?

Most students enrolling at FCTC need to take
the TABE test. (Practice tests are available at:
www.studyguidezone.com .)

Aid is avai lable for tuition assistance only.

Other fees like background checks,
application fees, TABE test, uniforms, books
etc., are not covered by these grants and are
usually paid for by the student prior to
enroliment.

A note about student loans

FCTC does not participate in the student
loan process. If you are interested in a
student loan, we suggest you do a general
search online. When you speak with the
loan representative, you are welcome to
give them our Federal ID #012544, but you
need to tell them that we do not certify
loans .

Any loans our students obtain are
consumer loans — a private business
transaction between the student and the
loan company. Some common terms for the
types of loans our students obtain are:
“private”, “alternative”, or “direct to
consumer” loans. FYI, FCTC is an
accredited school & receives Title IV funds.

FCTC's Financial Aid Office provides
guidance to help you find ways to pay for
school. Various grants may be available,
based on your financial strength. The first
step to apply is to complete your
application online.

Go to www.fctc.edu & click on
“Financial Aid " for detailed instructions
on how to apply, explanations of grants &
many helpful links. There is also an
appointment calendar on our website to
view our availability.

Step 1

Go to WWW.pin.ed.gov to apply
for you personal identification number.

What if | don’t have a high
school diploma/GED?

x You will need all income information for 2008,
for all household members. If you are under
24 and unmarried - you need your
parents’ income information as well.

x Forms of income documentation are: federal
tax return; all W2's and/or 1099's; social
security statement (for all household
members); child support — received or paid,;
any bills paid on your behalf by others; current
balances in your bank accounts such as
checking and savings; investments; all
interest income.

If you do not have a copy of your tax return,
you may call 800/829-1040 or go to
http://mww.irs.gov/pub/irs-pdf/f4506t. pdf
to complete & print the request form.

Do | have to apply online ?

Step 2

After receiving your PIN, go to

www.fafsa.ed.gov
to complete your application. Select the
2009-2010 school year. The school
code for FCTC is 012544. Remember
to “sign” your application electronically
w/your PIN!

Paper applications are no
longer available. Students
are required to apply online.
Be sure to have vyour
documents when you apply.

If you do not have a
computer at home, you can
use one at any local branch of your county
library, or at FCTC’s Financial Aid Office.

Step 3

After you finish your FAFSA, you will
receive a Student Aid Report (SAR).
Your SAR will give you the Expected
Family Contribution (EFC) number. This
number is used by the Financial Aid
Office to determine your eligibility.

x If your EFC is 4600 or less, you are
eligible for the Federal Pell Grant.

x If your EFC is 4601-8600, you may be
eligible for a State of Florida grant.

x If your EFC is above 8600, you are
not eligible for grants administered
through our office.

Call the Financial Aid Office to make an
appointment. Bring all of your income
documents, driver’s license & SS card.

Students who do not have their high school
diploma or GED can still receive tuition benefits.
After completing the TABE and scoring within
program guidelines, you must take another test
called the Wonderlic. This exam measures your
skill levels to ensure you can comprehend and
benefit from your course work and is required by
the State of Florida.
